Money talks and we will 

most likely lose this battle, but shall keep the 

local bike community informed. 

Bruce & Tom’s:  Gloucester, MA 

Bruce “The Firefighter” had been working non-

stop repairing tire ruts and trail damage left 

behind by careless individuals.
